As the season begins to change from summer to
autumn, and the tell tale signs of crispy leaves and shiny
brown conkers begin to appear, | am reminded of the
hymn ‘Through all the changing scenes of life’. Over the
past two years, Jerome and | have ‘changed scene’ rather
a lot. We have moved house three times, lived in a cara-
van, changed jobs, left behind family and friends and made
lots of new ones too. Some of that time has been painful,
but mostly the changes have resulted in great joy and we
have experienced God’s great goodness in other people,
places and situations.

We all experience change throughout our lives.
Some times it is planned, like starting a new job, changing
schools, moving home, retiring or getting married, other
times it is unexpected like a surprise visit or it is un-
wanted, like an illness. | have heard and enjoyed many
stories over the past few months about how the villages
used to be, and some of the changes that have happened,
some have been appreciated and others have been less
welcome.

In all the upheaval of life, in all the change, God is
unchanging, he might be full of surprises, to follow him
might feel like taking a risk, but God is constant and he
can be trusted. The churches in the villages remind us of
that truth, perhaps that’'s why when churches are due for
a ‘make over’ or changes are afoot, we often resist.

Yet the truth is that the church buildings and even
the church itself has changed and continues to change
throughout the centuries, this is necessary as it continues
to worship God and serve the community in Spirit and in
truth. The very heart of the Christian faith is about trans-
formation, about restored relationship with God who
wants the best for us. Jesus came to give us freedom
from all that holds us, freedom from fear, freedom from
guilt. He gave sight to the blind, freedom to the captive
and light to those in darkness. Those who come into
contact with him are changed.

As people move in and out of the villages, as the
leaves fall in the autumn and grow again in the spring, as
we change our fashions, our food, our cars, our opinions,

(and our clocks on October 28th!), God remains the
same. He is Almighty, All powerful, yet compassionate,
loving and approachable.

Cycling from Luckington to Sherston last month
reminded me how delighted we are at our most recent
change, moving to be part of eight wonderful villages in
Wiltshire. This autumn, through all the ‘changing scenes’
that happen in our lives, in our villages, in the good times
and the hard times, let us do as the hymn suggests and
employ our hearts and tongues to praise God, who is
unchanging, who is faithful, who is steadfast, who is the
same Yyesterday, today and forever, the one in whom we
can trust.
